Now to him who by the power at work within us is
able to accomplish abundantly far more than all we
can ask or imagine, to him be glory in the church
and in Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and
ever.

This greeting was
used in the Middle Ages as pilgrims
encouraged each other on the Camino
de Santiago, and it continues to be
used today by those walking the
route. This and "Buen Camino" are the
two most common greetings one will
hear. The latter is often offered joyfully
to pilgrims by locals and fellow
pilgrims alike. To plagiase from the
Internet, "Ultreia et Susseia is an
ancient message, deeply rooted in
Jacobean tradition, (which) goes
beyond formalities. It echoes
camaraderie among pilgrims

CATEDRAL DE SANTIAGO
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traversing the paths to Santiago de Compostela. “Ultreia et Suseia” is more than an
expression; it is a philosophy of perseverance and mutual support. On steep slopes
and exhausting days, this greeting becomes a guiding light for pilgrims, reminding
them that the journey is not only toward the destination but also toward personal
growth and connection with others." . (alburguesdelcamino. com).
